The last couple of years have been marked by a deluge of new Acts and regulations. Amongst the most important of these are the Consumer Protection Act 68 of 2008, the National Credit Act 34 of 2005, Financial Advisory and Intermediary Services Act 37 of 2002 and the Competition Act 89 of 1998. Unfortunately the areas of application of these Acts are often not clear as a result of which several acts may be applicable to any particular scenario. What is clear is that attorneys and in-house legal advisors can no longer take a fragmentary approach to advising clients – a core knowledge of all the acts and their area of application is essential when giving advice on regulatory compliance.

Join us for a two day seminar on the interface between the CPA, the NCA, FAIS the Competition Act and the Insurance Acts. After this workshop you should be able to:

· Identify the areas of application of the Acts.

· Have a fair understanding  how these Acts overlap

· Advise on the application of the Acts.

Specific topics which will be addressed are:

· The relationship between the CPA and other legislation.

· The overlap between the CPA and the NCA.

· The regulation of price under the CPA and the Competition Act.

· The application of the CPA in sectors where the industries are regulated in terms of  existing legislation such as the banking, property and  insurance sector.

· The overlapping jurisdiction of the enforcement structures.

Kindly note that this seminar is not aimed at providing an in-depth understanding of the substantive provisions of the Acts, but rather the structure of the current regulatory landscape and the interplay between these Acts.

Who should attend?

This seminar is aimed primarily at banks, insurers, lenders other than banks, people involved in the property market and attorneys and in-house legal practitioners, but will also assist all suppliers in understanding the legal risks with which they are faced in their particular industry.
Who are the presenters?
The workshop will be presented by Professor Angela Itzikowitz and Elizabeth de Stadler.
Prof Angela Itzikowitz specialises in the field of finance and regulatory reform. Her areas of practice include:

• All aspects of banking and financial market regulation
• Credit cards and related electronic payment instruments
• Derivatives
• Exchange control
• Loan agreements 
• Money laundering 
• Debt originations including securitisation 

Prof Itzikowitz also has extensive experience regarding regulatory reform through Africa. The projects she has been involved in include law reform and capacity building projects for the SADC countries and she has done substantial work in Uganda, Kenya and Zambia and was recently appointed Senior Legal Expert to draft and advise on a Finance and Development Protocol for SADC. She has also been involved in aspects of financial market regulation in Asia and is a member of the Asian Institute of International Financial Law in Hong Kong. She has also advised the World Bank on a number of issues including financial market regulation, deposit insurance and bank insolvencies.

Angela sits on various boards and committees. These include her recent appointment by the Minister of Finance to the Financial Services Ombud Schemes Council, the Board of International Scholars, Banking and Finance Law Unit and London Institute of Banking, Finance and Development Law (University of London) and, Transparency International (TI). She is a member of the Association of Banking Lawyers of Southern Africa (ABLASA).  She is also a member of the International Bar Association (IBA). Angela has been the recipient of a number of international scholarships, including the Parsons fellowship at Sydney University and more recently the Paul Hastings Fellowship at the University of Hong Kong endowed by American law firm Paul Hastings.

Angela is fluent in Afrikaans, Sotho and German and is completing her studies in Mandarin and is involved in a number of initiatives in China working in collaboration with colleagues from Bejing and Shanghai.  She joined Edward Nathan Sonnenbergs in 2000 as a director in the Banking and Finance Department (previously consulted to Nedbank on an ad hoc basis while holding full chair at the University of the Witwatersrand).

She is a professor in Banking and Financial Markets Law at the University of the Witwatersrand and a visiting professor at Queen Mary College, University of London where she teaches selected topics in Legal Aspects of International Finance. She is also a participating fellow at the London Institute of International Banking, Finance and Development Law and has published extensively in local and foreign journals.  She is also the author of LAWSA Banking and Financial Markets and has co-authored a number of other books.
